The poster
memorializes an homage to the home team by modernist poet, Marianne Moore.

Baseball, "America's pastime", is part of our shared heritage; it is something that ties generations and
communities together and helps define the American experience. It is entrenched in our popular culture, and
affects our literature, our language, our politics, and our arts. Artists, poets, everyone responds to the sport's
ambition, vigor, and history.
